He has won a number of prizes and awards, including a Guggenheim Fellowship, a Pushcart Prize, and a Lambda Literary Award, and his poems, essays, and reviews appear widely in journals and anthologies, including The Best American Poetry 1995, The Kenyon Review, The Nation, The New York Times Magazine, The Paris Review, Ploughshares, and the Washington Post Book World.
